STATISTICS
◦ The UK has the lowest percentage of 

female engineers in Europe, at 12.37%.

◦ Only 27.1% of girls, compared to 

45.6% of boys, studied STEM subjects 

at A level in 2017. This has barely 

changed in 25 years.

◦ Boys have more positive views of 

engineering even in primary school.

◦ In all STEM A-Levels, except 

Chemistry, more girls get A*-C grades 

than boys.

STATISTICS
◦Only 17.6% of engineering 

undergraduates, in the UK, are 

women.

◦The IET suggest a 48% UK annual 

increase is required to fill 

engineering jobs.

◦Women buy or influence 85% of all 

consumer purchases, while 85% of 

product designers and engineers 

are men.

CASE STUDY 1: CAR SEAT BELT

The odds for a belt-

restrained female driver 

to sustain severe injuries 

were 47% higher than 

those for a belt-

restrained male driver 

involved in a comparable 

crash.

CASE STUDY 2: ARTIFICIAL HEART

Until 2020, the only 

Food and Drug 

Administration (FDA) 

approved artificial heart 

was a 70cc version 

which fits “fits a majority 

of men and some 

women”.

CASE STUDY 3: VIRTUAL REALITY

Women are more frequently 

cybersick than men because 90% of 

women have pupils that are closer 

together than the default headset 

setting, and 27% of women's eyes 

don't fit the headset at all.

CASE STUDY 4: PERSONAL 
PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT (PPE)

A TUC 2016 survey 

showed that 57% of those 

women who took part 

reported that their PPE 

hampered their work.

More recently, female 

medical staff are at risk of 

Covid due to ill-fitting FFP 

masks (Fidler 2020).
